Kolkata: Basmatirice exporters are negotiating with global
buyvers for a price exceeding $1200 per tonne for new orders

Among these, over 50% of the exports comprise parboiled
basmatirice, falling within the $1200 FOB price limit,” expla-
ined Atul Garg, managing director of GRM Overseas.

Garg said continuous curbs on rice exports might create un-
certainty among international buyvers and traders regarding
the availability of Indian basmatiand non-basmatirice and its
inconsistency “This could potentially lead to a shift in buvers'
preferences towards rice from other producing countries like
Pakistan,” he added. Exporters said they have already commit-
ted to several large basmati rice consignments in the range of
$850 to 8900 per tonne. Besides, many more contracts are regis-
tered with the Agricultural and Processed Food Products Ex-
port Development Authority (APEDA).

Setia said that within the next fortnight, 1509 varieties of
basmatirice will come in themarket. “The1121 variety of bas-
mati rice fetches the highest price, while the 1508 variety is
sold in the world market at a price of $850-900 per fonne. Now,
that the govermment has fixed a minimum export price of
$1200 per tonne, the farmers will suffer the most. They will
not get buyers in the overseas markets. The government sho-
uld relook into the minimum export price to save the far-
mers,” he said.
